Conference theme

In the last few decades, the problem of the
celebration of Venice, of its myth and of its peculiar
republicanism, has been investigated from various
and fruitful perspectives. In the progressive
definition of processional orders and iconographic
programs, of musical and urbanistic canons,
of encomiastic and historiographical repertoires, a
solid tradition of studies has seen the emergence
of a complex celebratory system aiming to
perpetuate, through its celebration, a peculiar
image of republican sovereignty. Moving from
these considerations, this conference aims to
shift the focus of the analysis from politics to its
public celebration and, in spatial terms, from
institutional spaces — such as the Palazzo Ducale -
to social and ceremonial spaces. The growing
attention paid to the piazza, the city and,
consequently, to its populus will enable us to
identify the audience of this celebratory system
and, finally, to question the role that the Venetian
urban population may have played in the
celebration of republican power and in its

contestation.
